NC WOODCHIP STUDY ORGANIZER

The Dogwood Alliance,  a  regional community network of more than 50 forest, wildlife, water and soil  conservation organizations across the Southeastern United States, seeks to hire an organizer  to participate in a fastmoving,  precedent-setting  scientific study of the  environmental, political and economic consequences of expanding hardwood chipmilling across  North Carolina.

This first of its kind study,  a joint project of Duke and  North Carolina State University's and the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources,  with federal technical and  financial assistance and the advice and consent of  economic and public interest  groups,  is a landmark study  with the potential to  influence forestry and wildlife conservation policy in North Carolina well into the next century.  

In a rapidly evolving study environment, the organizer will  represent Dogwood Alliance at  meetings of the "North Carolina Statewide Study of the Ecological and Environmental Impacts of Chip Mills"  and will direct activities to inform, activate and coordinate Dogwood Alliance members and other persons inside North Carolina.

The successful candidate will  have strong organizing and research skills, work well under deadline pressures,  and be  committed to solving the scientific and social challenges of preserving native forest and watershed ecosystems across North Carolina's landscape.

Tasks of the North Carolina Coordinator:

1) Review woodchip and chipmill-related research documents, including such areas as forestry, watershed, water quality and wildlife impacts, both from Dogwood files and from own literature searches.  Review clipping service mailings, 

2) Visit state, federal and other forest experimental stations,  watershed and wildlife monitoring groups, community and faith outdoor recreational groups, and  academics, throughout North Carolina. Learn and educate.

3) Photo- and video document forest, wildlife, soil and water quality conditions in locations as directed or as detected.

4)   Summarize results in a  bimonthly report released to the public and media,  identifying and characterizing areas in North Carolina where chipmills, logging operations and/or other woodchip-related activities are impacting wildlife, soil or water quality, or human communities.  Enter the report into the North Carolina Woodchip Study record.

5)   Work closely with Dogwood Alliance's executive director and with other staff persons and committees. This includes attending staff meetings.

7. Attend the monthly meetings of the NC Chip Mill Study  Advisory Committee.

Water and Soil Research Assistant


The Dogwood Alliance is a growing regional network of 50 grassroots organizations across the Southeast working to protect the region's forests from accelerated industrial-scale clearcutting to feed an expanding wood chipping industry.  Dogwood Alliance currently sits on the advisory committee to the North Carolina State Study of the Ecological and Environmental Impacts of Chip Mills. This precedent-setting study, being conducted jointly by NC Department of the Environment and Natural Resources, Duke University and NC State University, is the first of its kind in the nation and has tremendous implications for the future of the forests of the entire Southeastern region.  The study will be completed during the summer of 2000.  


Dogwood Alliance seeks an intern to conduct research as needed related to the impacts of clearcutting on water and soil quality that will directly relate to the study. The intern should meet the following qualifications:


1- strong research and writing skills


2- strong interest in forest protection issues


3- ability to meet deadlines


4- strong organizational skills


5- self-motivated and independent


6- transportation and willingness to travel 


Research will include:


1- Completing a literature review of water and soil research from USFS southeastern experiment stations in Franklin, NC and in Calhoun, SC.


2- Gathering and summarizing relevant data from stream monitoring groups in North Carolina.


3- Identifying, through field research, areas in North Carolina where sedimentation from logging operations is impacting water quality.


4- All research will then be summarized into a final report to be completed at the end of the internship and given to the North Carolina Chip Mill Study research team for incorporation into the final study document.


The intern will work closely with Dogwood Alliance executive director and the Dogwood Alliance North Carolina organizer and will attend monthly meetings of the NC Chip Mill Study Advisory Committee.  The internship will be based in Brevard, NC, forty-five minutes from Asheville and adjacent to the Pisgah National Forest.

Project supervisor will be Danna Smith, Dogwood Alliance executive director.
