Today, the Strand Theater is showing "Rockland: A Maritime Heritage". It shows at one o'clock, but it's best to get there early. Because last time I took a group there,we couldn't get in, because it was so jam packed. So advise people to get there as close to 1230 as you can.





 And then, the Rockland Big Chill is also going on this afternoon. That is a group of activities. I think it's sponsored by the Strand and maybe even Rockland Main Street supports this. But it's a group of activities for kids and adults. So we'll be checking that out after the movie.





And then tonight in Rockport, there's the Sweet Chariot Music Festival at the Rockport Opera House. There is a fee. I think it's $15. But the Rockland Area Community Meetup group will be going to that as well. 





And then on Sunday, as always, (this is becoming a tradition for our meetup group) we've got the Sunday Music Jam at the Sail, Power and Steam Museum. I highly recommend people check that out. 





Ron,it's a great group of really good musicians. Sometimes as many as 15 or 20 of them playing as a group, you know, kind of strumming along with the main instrumentalist and singer and really good stuff there. 





That's from 1:30 to 4. And it's free They have coffee there and feel free to bring snacks for everybody. It's at the Sail Power and Steam Museum. 





So to join my Meet up, - thank you so much for reminding me of that - If you are not already a Meetup member, and I mean any other meetups in the world, because they're worldwide, then you can just Google Rockland Area Community Meetup. Or at meetup.com. and  there you can search for my group.
